Ordinance 2017-09
AN ORDINANCE TO REGULATE THE RATES FOR GARBAGE/RUBBISH PICK UP SERVICE AND CURBSIDE RECYCLING SERVICE WITHIN THE 

VILLAGE OF WEST LIBERTY, LOGAN COUNTY, OHIO AND PROVIDE FOR THE COLLECTION THEREOF, BILLING MONTHLY.

BE IT ORDAINED, By the Council of the Village of West Liberty, Ohio three-fourths of all members elected thereto concurring:

SECTION 1.  Each residential customer and commercial customer without dumpsters shall receive basic service for trash collection and curbside recycling. 
Section 2.  Basic collection of curbside recycling and trash pick up shall be Ten Dollars and fifty cents ($10.50) per month, with all trash being disposed at curbside in orange West Liberty PAYT bags purchased at One Dollar ($1.00) for each 33 gallon bag or Fifty cents (.50) for each 16 gallon bag.  
SECTION 3. All furniture or extra trash will be charged accordingly. 
SECTION 4.  New service subscribers after adoption of this ordinance shall provide a deposit equal to one month services.
SECTION 5.  Subscribers shall be billed each month.  Those receiving water/sewer billings will have trash and recycling charges incorporated within that billing.  Those subscribing only for trash service will be billed in the same manner each month. 
SECTION 6.  All Ordinances or Resolutions or parts thereof which are in conflict with this Ordinance shall be and are hereby repealed.

SECTION 7.  That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be a measure made necessary to protect the health, safety, and welfare of the Village of West Liberty, Logan County and shall be in effect January 1, 2018
